Read and Agreed Minutes from Previous Meeting

Matters Arising

(i)
Bank Account – The group were advised that money is now in the groups account.
(ii)
Swimming – Janet has continued to liaise with Sport England over her unsuccessful application to the ASA. Janet notified the group that she felt that Sport England had been of very little help and that she felt they were patronising her with their responses.

Football Update
Simon Carnall discussed:
(i)
Funding – Simon advised the group that the football foundation bid had been received on December 20th 2006. The process will roughly take 20 weeks. In initial feedback had been promising. Simon also advised the group that to enable the application process to progress Football in the Community had contributed to the bids match funding.

Coaching – Liam Drake is currently delivering a skills challenge programme in special schools to help the ongoing development of the out of school clubs the scheme runs.

Paul Roe discussed:

Meetings – Paul advised the group that he seems to be out of the information loop regarding the group. Paul had not received any information regarding meetings and therefore was unable to attend.

Club – Paul advised the group that the Derbyshire Disabled Cricket Club had been set up since he had been to his last meeting. The club is constituted, has its own bank account and has entered the Incrediball League. The club caters for adults primarily with physical disabilities. The club currently has 20 players training. Paul will be delivering a coaching session in the near future for the visually impaired team. Paul advised the group that the club would be looking for additional funding and will be looking into applying to Awards for All.

Ken Fradley discussed:

Launch –  Ken reminded the group that the launch will be on Sunday 28th January and will run from 1:00pm – 5:00pm.

Be Active Conference

(i)
What is Be Active Conference – Becky gave a brief overview of the conference to the group. Becky also advised the group that the group would have a stall at the conference that could be used to distribute information. She asked any interested clubs or organisations to email her any information they would like included.

Audit

(i)
Update – Helen, Louise and Tim have held a preliminary meeting to discuss the audit and the content of the questionnaire. 
(ii)
Derbyshire Sport Website – Margaret advised the group that Derbyshire Sport had a club section on their website which people access to identify current provision in their local area. Margaret suggested that it would make sense for the group to submit information to this database. A pro-forma was passed around and it was agreed that each organisation or club would forward their clubs details for the website. Colin suggested that a focus was placed on facilities and the organisations represented within the group should forward their information as well. It was also suggested that established sports submit their information.

(iii)
Questionnaire – A very long discussion ensued on the questionnaire, the main points are bulleted below.

· Louise questioned the group on how in depth the questionnaire should be.

· Janet suggested that the questionnaire have very simple questions, be easy to understand and only require short answers. A suggestion was made that possible questions could be:

1. Does your club cater for disabled or non disabled people?

2. Does your club cater for people with specific disabilities

3. Does your club have trained coaches?

4. Does your club have accessible playing facilities, toilets and changing rooms?

5. Does your club have adapted equipment?

6. Does your club have ongoing activities?

· Becky suggested that the audit should run parallel to the sending of information to the website. This information submitted will help the audit process.
· Louise raise the fact that the questionnaire needs to be clear and meets the needs of the group.

· Helen informed the group that Disability Direct will help distribute the questionnaires.

· Wayne raised the question that the results of the questionnaire may better if it is done face to face. Wayne also suggested that we contact groups in the first instance to access information rather than individuals.

· Colin suggested the group would benefit from the radio derby appearance scheduled for that week.

· Janet highlighted the importance to consult with groups who are not currently involved in activities as well as those who are.
