Minutes of the last meeting
Agreed as a true record.

Matters Arising
1) Rob is to meet with Janice Price, who is the school sports coordinator at Anthony Gell School in Wirksworth.
2) Matt investigated the fencing club which is based at Clay Cross.

3) The directory of sports clubs/groups is to be distributed by Rob.
4) No information/opinions have been received by DDDS group members regarding the place and time of meetings.

5) Rob has spoken to Floyd, who now has a fencing club up and running based at Anthony Gell School. Floyd would be open to providing ‘taster’ sessions; the cost would be £30.00 per hour for up to six people at a session. Floyd has access to a wheelchair frame. Rob may be able to access funding for taster sessions. Rob will liaise with Floyd as a link now needs to be established. Floyd has available time during the day as most of his booked time is during evenings and weekends.
6) The subject of commitment to their roles was not confirmed as Julie was not at the meeting and is leaving her employment.

Agenda 
1) There was no prepared agenda.
Some discussion took place regarding the focus of the group.

John suggested that those present could look at various aspects of their involvement in providing /co-ordinating or facilitating sports activities. It was agreed that this would be a useful exercise.

The group members worked to consider where they were at in their individual roles and the barriers they faced, information was gathered such as the age-range of the people being worked with, type of disability, staffing levels, barriers to success.  The flip chart results were taken by Rob. to be organised into a readable format and be distributed with the minutes. 

2) Funding.

It was agreed to consider other routes for funds other than ‘Awards for All’. Rob is aware of opportunities via the DDDC, funding for sports/recreational activities. Another possibility could be from The County Council,’ Aiming High’, recurrent funding for young people. A proposal to the North Dales/High Peak for a part of the £6,000 which is available until March 2009. £3,500 may be another possibility for the South Dales/South Derbyshire until the end of March 2009, to engage 13-19 year old people with disabilities in positive activities. Rob is a participant in this group, which could be beneficial as any successful bid for funds could possibly pay for Floyd for after school hours sessions and staff training to ensure continuous taking part in sporting activities. Golding House may be able to ask their amenity fund committee to release funds for a ‘taster’ session by Floyd at All Saints Church Hall, Smedley Street, Matlock, which they use on Monday mornings for boccia. 

Questions were asked regarding the annual budget that DCC have made available over the years to fund sports events organised by county day services for people with learning difficulties e.g. annual intercentre athletics, indoor games, football competitions, ‘It’s a Knockout’ at Lea Green, swimming gala, cricket. Commitment from day services has fallen and the majority of these events no longer take place. This needs further investigation.
3) Sue Jessop made the group aware that the Midland Games will take place in June 2009 at Moorways, Derby. More information will be made available as soon as possible.

Actions

1) Rob to collate the information gathered at the meeting and distribute with the minutes.

2) Rob to feedback from his meeting with Janice Price.

3) Rob to distribute the directory of sports groups/clubs.

4) Rob to continue to make links with Floyd.

5) The subject of commitment to the roles within the group still needs to be confirmed.

6) Sources of funding, other than ‘Awards for All’ to be investigated. 

7) Investigations into the DCC sports budget need to be undertaken.

8) Matt to contact Lea Green re use of facilities.

9) Rob to contact Whitehall re use of facilities.
