Matters Arising

1) ‘Sailability’(see agenda items)

2)  Disability Sports Plan 
There has been positive feedback regarding the Disability Sports Plan, some minor adjustments are to be made.

Agenda
1) A meeting took place at Carsington Water on 23rd April 2008 to discuss how the DDDS (Derbyshire Dales Disability Sport) could work together with ‘Sailability’ in order for the people they are representing, who have a variety of disabilities, to access sailing in whatever form. This was a productive meeting, but which also raised questions regarding funding. There are various sailing boats available; therefore everybody would be catered for. Volunteers will be needed to provide maintenance etc, and will need training, they may want to gain a qualification which is RYA approved. There are opportunities to link groups. To become a member of the club will be a minimum of £45.00 per year. More events will be needed at Carsington. It was agreed to pursue this as it may be a possibility for ‘Awards for All’ funding.
2) Discussion took place regarding the sport of fencing. Floyd Thomas is interested in starting a local club, possibly in Wirksworth to deliver fully inclusive fencing, including ‘Foiled Again’ wheelchair fencing. A qualification is deliverable as it is a sport which can be no barriers. Floyd is presently borrowing equipment and needs funds to purchase it for a club. A wheelchair frame cost is approx. £1500 - £2000. It is expected that if successful Floyd will offer the facility countywide, however a locally developed club could train a G.B. squad.

Future Actions-Plan

1) It was agreed that a bid will be put together to apply for funds. The particular sports to be agreed. Costs to be investigated for setting up a fencing facility from Floyd and more research from Derek Lee at Carsington, Sailability.

2) Judith to download an’Awards for All’application form.
3) A ‘Set Up Grant’ to be investigated for starting a fencing club. 
4) Judith and John to liaise regarding DDDS meeting dates, venues, agendas.

5) Following discussion the three sports highlighted for possible funding were potentially:- Cycling, sailing, fencing. 

6) A sub group to further investigate the above sports. Julie to research fencing with Floyd. Les to research cycling.John to speak to Derek re. sailing.

7) In order to now move forward DDDS needs to be applying for funds, the Youth Service will be contacted (Helen Greatorex) to involve them. Les will do this.

8) Catherine to email group contacts to Judith (DDDS secretary)
9) A target date for the bid to be 20th July 2008.

10) Catherine to bring a specimen Equal Opportunities Policy and Child /Vulnerable Adults Policy for discussion to the next meeting or email to interested parties.

11) Julie to open a bank account for potential successful funding. Lloyds TSB has a branch in Matlock which has a charities account recommended by Awards for All. Signatures to be two from three. I.D will be required at the bank .
