	Paul Hogan attended the meeting to discuss the following issues with the group:-

Erewash Borough Council Culture and Leisure Strategy 
Paul Hogan (EBC Director of Culture and Leisure Services) attended the meeting to outline the EBC strategy which is out to consultation at the moment, and provided the group with the Executive Summary consultation document.

Main aims of EBC are to:-

· provide modern accessible facilities

· to move away from doing everything itself – i.e to perform more of a commissioning and enabling role rather than as a direct provide and to instead fund and provide money to organisations to provide the activities instead of the Council providing everything.

· To increase participation in physical activities 

· To encourage good levels of volunteering in sports

New Leisure Pass Scheme 

Paul Hogan informed the group of the new leisure pass scheme that EBC are launching in September.

At the moment there are 234 people on the existing concessionary scheme.

People with disabilities should receive a free pass then pay half the price of sports sessions.

Dawn said that at the Outlook Centre they have non-Erewash clients attending the day centre who then went out to attend activities in Erewash leisure centres so would they get concessions as well?

Paul said that clients attending in groups who were not Erewash residents would be allowed the Leisure Pass.

West Park Leisure Centre refurbishment

Paul Hogan informed the group that work would start in April 2009 on improvements to WPLC. The Council now have the money for improvements to the car park and for the changing rooms and other areas.

Faithful and Gould, the company doing the refurbishments want to meet users and carers and members of the Disability Sport Group to take on board comments before the works commence so a site visit would be organised. 
John Milton said that the lift into the pool needs attention.

Victoria Park Leisure Centre options

The Council are at the moment considering several options for VPLC, one being to possibly consider a complete new build facility.

If the decision is to renovate the existing facility, the group would be given the opportunity to be involved in giving comments

	Erewash Community Sport Network (CSN)
The role of the CSN was discussed and the group went through the CSN action plan. This group – the Erewash Disability Sport Group – did not exist when the plan was first written.
RH said that the CSN  have all the links and contacts with all the local sports clubs and the coaches in Erewash so this group can tap into that resource. 

CSN can be an advocate for this group in getting funding when bidding for external grants etc.

CD said that every time the CSN is putting in a bid or starting a project, they need to have been in contact with this group for feedback so that they have the inclusiveness/disability elements covered in any bids or projects.

Outlook have ideas that need funding – e.g. coaching in climbing on the portable wall
