Read and Agreed Minutes from Previous Meeting

The minutes of the meeting held on 23rd April 2007 were read and agreed as a true and accurate record. 

3.
Matters Arising

(i)
Logo – Logos have not been received by group members. Simon agreed to email Becky the group logo so it can be forwarded to all members. Feedback to be given via email to allow logo to be finalised.

(ii)
Account – Becky advised the group that the account balance was currently £2,450. Simon raised the issue of card holders and asked for clarification on his account card. It was agreed by the group that Simon would retain the card and not destroy it leaving the group with only one.

Football Update
(i)
Derby Deaf – Simon introduced to the group Anthony Reeves who is currently Chairman of Derby Deaf Football Club. Anthony briefed the group on the current status of the football club. He also requested the groups help with accessing facilities at a discounted rate and enquired into community transport that his group could access. Richard Mervill and Wayne Sills agreed to liaise with Anthony over facilities for the forthcoming season.

(ii)
Steve Bloomer Field ATP – Richard Mervill introduced himself to the group as The Football Projects Officer responsible for the new developments at Alvaston Park and The Racecourse. Richard advised the group that he has previously emailed members for feedback on the developments. Richard went on to ask if anyone within the group had any thoughts or feedback on the developments. A discussion ensued and a number of points were raised to be possibly included in the developments. These included induction loop, larger print signs, kitchen area and specific requirements to carry out coach education courses.

(iii)
Derby County – Simon advised the group that funding had been approved for the Disability Development worker and that the five year post was currently being advertised. Simon also informed the group that 4 players from Derwent Valley Rovers had been selected to represent the East Midlands at the National FA finals at the David Beckham Academy.

Wheelchair Basketball

(i)
Club –  Colin informed the group that there appeared to be a rejuvenation of the club with new players especially juniors attending. Colin identified the fact that Mansfield Maulers have now ceased to exist and it is hoped some of their players will join.

(ii)
Coaching – Becky advised the group that Head Coach Pete Edwards (Notts Disability Officer) will start a new role with the club in September (Hopefully)

(iii)
League – Colin advised the group that the EFDS are looking to run an East Midlands Wheelchair Basketball Centre. Colin suggested the group look at the possibility of the league being run from Derby.

(iv)
Committee – Colin advised the group that the Wheelchair Basketball Committee need to establish a committee over the next year to allow themselves a better opportunity of sustainability.

6.
Audit

Wayne discussed:

(i)
Audit – Wayne advised the group that he felt that the we were going round in circles and that the audit was not progressing. Wayne advised that people were having trouble filling in the form and there was also a confusion regarding the form whether it was for individuals or clubs. Wayne suggested the way forward may be to focus the audit in one specific area (an area panel for example). Janet raised the point that participants come from a number of areas and that perhaps using the area panels would not generate the relevant information.

(ii)
Time – Becky advised the group that an area panel could be covered in six months. Wayne added that he felt there was a real issue with time and the responsibilities group members had for their own professional jobs. A long discussion followed regarding the exact need for the audit and how to move the audit on. Suggestions were made to access funding for a staff member to do the audit or utilising students at Derby University was mentioned. It was agreed that Tim will identify an area panel and with the help of Wayne and Becky begin to collate information.

Summer Challenge

(i)
Update – Becky advised the group that there was not too much to update the group on. Becky gave a brief overview of what the Summer Challenge is. Becky informed the group that the City Council were aiming to get more children involved in summer activities without having to pay lots of money. Children who are taking part will get a card and stickers when they participate in one of the activities.

B Sporty Awards

(i)
Update – Becky advised the group that this years awards will be being held at Pride Park Stadium. It is expected that 300-350 will attend this years awards. nominations are already being submitted.

(i)
Cricket – Tim advised the group that Gary O’Neil is trying to set up a visually impaired league through Derbyshire County Cricket Club. Tim mentioned that Gary had requested help from Derby City Council to run a coach education course. Colin agreed to follow this request up and advise the group on action.

(iii)
Sportsability – Wayne advised the group that the Sportsability leaflets had gone out and the club was starting on Thursday 13th September at the Shaftsbury Centre. Janet raised the issue of the name clash with her sportsability programme.

(iv)
Swimming – Wayne advised the group that 1 swimmer is ranked in seven events in the top 10 of the world. Wayne also added that a second swimmer is ranked in the top 10 for 2 events. Janet raised the issue of the swimming pool at Gayton school closing in July. Janet suggested that as a group we should send a letter to the city council. It was agreed that Janet should find out other users who will be unable to swim because of the closure.

(v)
Boccia – Denise informed the group of the event that took place two weeks prior to the meeting. Denise went on to inform the group that 21 people attended and everyone had a fantastic day. Colin pointed out that thanks should be given to Derby City Council and Derby College for their support. Colin also advised the group of a “have a go” day during October half-term. The dates booked are Sunday 21st and Monday 22nd. Colin suggested a sub-group be formed to plan the activities. It was suggested Tim, Becky, Richard and Colin form the group. Janet added that she had been to a similar event in Shepshed and recommended a clear booking policy as her experience with the Shepshed event had resulted in booking confusion.
