	FINANCIAL REPORT

David Joy presented the financial report. To date all income and expenditure is in line with the 6 monthly projections. He reported that we are starting to see additional funding coming into the county via Sport England Community Investment Funds (CIF), county and district bids; £102,800 partnership funding from Derbyshire PCT; increased PESSCL funding to deliver the community sport element of the increased 5 hour per week quality PE offer and private sector sponsorship. 

Cllr John Lemmon reported that South Derbyshire District Council had just received confirmation of a CIF award of £240,000 towards a £500,000 project which will focus on club development, coach development and the construction of 4 new multi use games areas. He thanked all the partners who helped develop the bid.
John Raw asked how the new PESSCL funding will impact on voluntary sector clubs. It was explained that the funding will be to improve school club links and to develop coaching. Voluntary sector involvement was key to both these areas.

The financial report was approved.

	DERBYSHIRE SPORT DELIVERY PLAN 2007-08

David Joy presented a progress report on activities up to September 2007, highlighting achievements and also those areas where there is concern that targets may not be achieved in 2007/08.
Eighteen months into the 3 year strategic Plan for Sport progress is being made towards the 3 headline goals.

· Increasing participation by 1%
The PESSCL target of 85% of young people to achieve 2 hours of high quality PE within and beyond the curriculum by 2008 has been exceeded in the county. 86% young people in Derbyshire are benefiting from 2 hours high quality PE. This is a fantastic achievement by all those involved.
The Active People survey will allow us to measure increases in the participation rates of over 16 years.
· More performers from Derbyshire competing for England and Great Britain

Work is advancing in this area such as the launch of the Talented Athlete Fund but suitable performance measures are not yet in place. These need to be agreed as soon as possible.

· Increasing the number of national, regional and local agencies who are directly contributing to targets within the Plan for Sport

The external investment that is now coming into sport in the county from other agencies as outlined in the Financial Report paper is a measure of success of this goal. 

Peter Gordon welcomed the work being carried out developing competition structures for under 16s and stated that HE/FE establishments in the county have developed a post 16 competition structure.

Cllr Geoff Carlile commented on the time it was taking to develop a county wide leisure card. David Joy responded that detailed financial planning was required for each local authority as well as agreement on a consistent package of benefits. Derby City and Erewash are currently working on this financial planning on behalf of the other local authorities and this is taking longer than anticipated.

	DERBYSHIRE SPORT STAFFING UPDATE

David Joy presented the staffing report. All items in this report had been discussed by the Executive Group in their last meeting.
Dale Burton, the Research and Information Officer has resigned to relocate to Kent. He was a first class worker who has completed some excellent work at county and regional level. This post will now be advertised.

Nikki Sargeson has joined the team as Marketing Assistant and is already having an impact. She will focus on website and media work and will be line managed by Rachel Weir.

The position of Outdoor Activities Officer has been reviewed. This post is a fixed term contract that expires December 2008. At their last meeting on 9 November the Executive Group, after much discussion was minded to approve a recommendation that the contract for this position should not be extended beyond December 2008, however they were keen to hear the views on this position from the Partnership Group and other partners. It was stressed that this is not in any way a reflection on the capabilities of Craig Keegan but rather that the post does not fit well within the structure of Derbyshire Sport. It was also stressed that if this post is terminated, the work on the outdoor activities agenda will not be lost but will be shared amongst other team members.  
The recommendation that the post of Outdoor Activities Officer should not be extended beyond December 2008 was proposed

David Joy outlined a proposal to create a Deputy Director post in Derbyshire Sport. This will not be an additional post but will be an upgrade of one of the two senior manager posts held by Margaret Blount and Paul Chambers. Both officers will be able to apply for the position and the appointment will be made following interviews.

The Deputy Director will be to be responsible for some additional internal functions currently undertaken by the Director such as finance, KPIs and performance management and some additional line management responsibilities. This will create some additional time for the Director to take on a more outward facing role with regional and national partners, private sector sponsors etc.  The new post will need to be considered in the context of the current job evaluation process underway within Derbyshire County Council but it is anticipated that the additional cost will be a maximum of £5000 p.a. gross.
The recommendation that Derbyshire Sport creates a position of Deputy Director was approved

It was reported that it is likely that the Youth Sport Trust will provide funding for two additional Competition Managers in the county.  Discussions are still underway about the geographical responsibilities of the new posts if approved, but it is likely that one new officer would be responsible for High Peak/Derbyshire Dales and one new officer be responsible for Derby City. As with the existing competition managers, the new posts would be located with education partners.
Currently Christine Gregory provides administrative support for the whole Derbyshire Sport team. The need for additional administration support has been raised before and a budget was created to fund additional temporary support in peak periods using agency staff. This has not proved to be effective therefore it is proposed that the temporary staff budget is increased by xxx to allow the appointment of an administration assistant working 9 hours per week.

David Joy reported that an application has been submitted for CIF funding  to fund the appointment of a full time Fundraising Officer. A stage 2 application has been submitted but it was reported that Sport England have delayed making a decision on this application until CSP core funding decisions have been finalised. If funding is secured, it was proposed that this appointment goes ahead.

	CHARITABLE STATUS FOR DERBYSHIRE SPORT

David Joy reported that the Executive Group have approved a recommendation to explore the option of setting up a charitable division of Derbyshire Sport as a way to access funding pots which are only available to charities. This would not affect the current relationship with Derbyshire County Council as the partnership’s host. Any charitable arm of Derbyshire Sport would require separate governance and whilst Local Authorities would be represented on the trust, they could not be a dominant party. 
Les Warren questioned the costs of setting up s charitable arm. It was therefore proposed that the recommendation to the Partnership Group be changed to 

The Partnership Group is invited to consider the costs, benefits and risks of establishing a charitable arm of Derbyshire Sport and support a recommendation that detailed proposals are developed and discussed at a future meeting of the Executive Group and Partnership Group.
